Stallion Service Agreement
This Stallion Service Agreement is made and entered into by and between the Mare Owner and the Stallion Owner on the date designated below. Mare and stallion owner hereby agree as follows:
1.) I hereby agree to breed my mare ________________________________________________, Reg. #___________, 

       to the stallion ______________________________________________, Reg. #_______________, for the 2011 

        breeding season for the sum of $_________________, plus board and expenses as shown below. Of this 
               amount, a booking fee of $250.00 is payable with the return of this contract. A mare is not       

               considered to be booked until the booking fee and contract are received. The balance of the breeding

               fee, plus all unpaid board and expenses will be paid upon receipt of an invoice or the departure of 

               the mare from the farm. The booking fee shall not be refunded in any event.
2.) In the event a breeding is purchased through a stallion service auction, the booking fee will be 

waived, and any other special offers or discounts advertised will not apply to this breeding. 
3.) The stallion owner requires 48 hours advance notice when the mare owner wishes to remove his    

       mare from the farm. This will allow time to prepare the final statement so the mare owner may settle     

       their account. All bills must be paid in full when the mare departs the farm whether or not in foal.

4.) The mare owner agrees to pay $_____________ board per day. The rate is $7. for a dry mare and $10. for a wet mare. The breeding season begins on March 15th and ends on July 1st. No mares will be accepted after June 1st without prior approval.
5.) A copy of the registration certificate, both sides; worming, trimming, and immunization records; and a current coggins test, dated within 6 months, must be presented upon the mare’s arrival at the farm. The mare owner agrees that each mare offered for breeding shall be in sound breeding condition and free from infection and disease. The mare owner authorizes the stallion owner to have a licensed veterinarian provide any services necessary for the well being of the mare and/or her foal, and any exams as deemed necessary.

6.) The stallion owner agrees to diligently try and settle the above named mare. If however, the mare does not settle the stallion owner shall be held harmless. It is further agreed that if the above named stallion should die or be determined by a licensed veterinarian to be unfit for service before the mare is settled, then this contract shall become null and void and the breeding fee shall be returned. If any mare should die or become unfit to breed, the mare owner shall be entitled to substitute one mare mutually agreed upon by both parties.
7.) In the event the above named mare does not settle during the breeding season, the mare owner will be allowed a re-breed the following year only, and to the mare originally booked (unless otherwise mutually agreed upon). At the end of that breeding season the right to re-breed is thereby cancelled and the stallion owner is thereby released from any further obligation whatsoever. 

8.) Live Foal Guarantee: A live foal is defined as a foal that can stand and nurse without assistance for the first 72 hours of life. It is agreed that if the above named mare does not produce a live foal, that mare will be entitled to a free breeding in the same calendar year or the year following provided proper notification is given. Proper notification would be a veterinarian certificate verifying that the mare in fact did not produce a live foal. In order for the LFG to remain in force and effect the mare must receive a rhinopneumonitis vaccine in the 3rd, 5th, 7th, and 9th months of gestation.
9.) Colored Foal Guarantee: If the resulting live foal does not receive a regular tentative POAC registration certificate, that mare may be re-bred in the current year for one half the advertised stud fee. Should the mare owner request this option, the stallion owner must be notified of this request within two weeks of birth.

10.) All mares must be broke to lead and to tie. Mares not halter broke will not be accepted.

11.) This contract may not be assigned or transferred without prior consent from the stallion owner. Any modifications to this contract must be in writing and signed by both parties.
12.) A breeders certificate will be issued upon notification of the birth of a live foal if full payment of all accounts due have been received. Stallion Owner reserves the right to withhold the issuance of a breeder’s certificate applicable to the breeding hereunder until all accounts are paid in full.
13.) The owner of the mare and/or foal hereby agrees to indemnify and hold harmless, the Stallion Owner, co-owners, J Bar J Ranch, and their respective agents, employees, representatives, assigns, affiliated persons, and/or others acting on behalf from any liability whatsoever, arising by law or in equity, relating to any act or omission, of any and all injuries, damages, personal property damages or losses that the Mare Owner may sustain arising out of the breeding of the Mare to the Stallion designated above. Mare owner agrees to hold the Stallion Owner harmless if the Mare does not settle. 
14.) The Mare Owner shall be solely responsible for all acts and behavior of the Mare at all times. In no event shall the Stallion Owner, co-owners, J Bar J Ranch, and their respective agents, employees, representatives, assigns, affiliated persons, and/or others acting on their behalf, be liable for the acts and the behavior of the Mare. The Mare Owner agrees to indemnify the Stallion Owner, co-owners, J Bar J Ranch, and their respective agents, employees, representatives, assigns, affiliated persons, and/or others acting on their behalf for all losses sustained as a result of claims asserted against Stallion Owner by Mare Owner, on behalf of Mare Owner by a third party claiming a right arising under this Agreement or any party claiming a loss or injury resulting from breeding of Mare to Stallion.   
15.) The Stallion Owner is the legal owner or agent of the Stallion referenced above and has full power and authority to enter into this Agreement. The Stallion Owner, co-owners, agents, employees, representatives, and/or assigns shall not be responsible for any disease, injury, death, theft, or accident to the Mare and/or Foal resulting from the breeding arising out of this Agreement. The Mare Owner is the legal owner or agent of the Mare referenced above and has full power and authority to enter into this agreement. Mare Owner will be solely responsible for seeking registration of the resulting foal with the POAC Registry and will pay all associated fees or expenses.
16.) Under Wisconsin law, an equine professional is not liable for an injury to, or the death of, a participant in equine activities resulting from the inherent risks of the equine activities. This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Wisconsin.
17.) If shipping semen, the stud fee must be paid in advance and a Shipped Semen Agreement must be signed and returned prior to the shipment date along with the Stallion Contract.

18.) The mare owner will pay the stallion owner’s expenses (including reasonable attorney’s fees) incurred by the stallion owner’s enforcement of the terms and conditions of this agreement.
